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Who can be married at
Church of St. John the Evangelist?

Priority is given to Church of St. John the
Evangelist parishioners in arranging a date
for a wedding. Subject to availability, we will
accommodate non-parishioners if the requested
wedding date is available and the date is not
later than six months from the
time that the request is made.
In effect, this means that our
own parishioners can book
their wedding at any time but
non-parishioners can only
book a date six months in
advance.

ARRANGING A DATE

Arrangements should be made with a priest
or deacon at least six months in advance of your
proposed wedding date.

The couple should contact Fr. Quinn at
718-404-6655 to make an appointment.

At this initial appointment, the proposed date
will be recorded in the church calendar.

PRE-MARRIAGE COURSE

The Archdiocese of New York requires that
all engaged couples complete an approved pre-
marriage preparation program. Together with
the conferences with the clergy of the parish,
the Pre-Cana course is an integral part of the
preparation for marriage. Couples should take
special care in selecting the course and the
various options available.
